Internationally renowned landscape
photographer Jem Southam explores the
changes that time, climate and man make upon
the land. Concentrating on the personal, local
landscape rather than the grand vista, his work
is a subtle and considered view of the ongoing
flux within an environment. His work has been
exhibited widely including the V&A and the
Photographers Gallery, and has been a finalist in
the Citigroup Private prize and the Rencontres
d’Arles.
